            CAR BOOT TRADERS TERMS & CONDITIONS
Welcome to the Moneyhole Car Boot Sale and Craft Fair. Please read carefully the following information as you are required to comply with ALL the guidelines as detailed below. We hope you have a successful and enjoyable days trading! The Moneyhole Team 
 Venue will be open at 7.00am for traders to set-up 

 Pre-booked pitches will be held until 8.15am - then released for others 

 All pitches to be set up and ready for trading at 8.45am 

 Pitches are allocated on a ‘first come, first served’ basis 

 Traders are requested not to interfere with other stall holder’s goods or attempt to purchase any items until they are FULLY set up as this is a nuisance and can be off-putting to novice traders 

 Traders are requested not to dismantle or vacant their pitch until 1.00pm 

 Each indoor pitch measures approximately 5 foot long x 3 foot wide 

 We actively operate an Anti-Counterfeiting, Stolen and Unsafe Goods Policy. Spot checks are carried out on goods offered for sale. We reserve the right to refuse admission or to ask a seller to leave without refund should they be found to be in breach of our policy. In such cases, Trading Standards and/or PSNI may be notified 

 It is your responsibility to be legally compliant where necessary whether or not advice is provided 

 Be equipped to deal with accidents that could arise at your pitch 

 Smoking is not permitted under any circumstances within the warehouses, at the entrance / exit doors or near any children activities 

 You are required to remove ALL waste generated from your pitch, including boxes, coffee cups, rubbish and waste water 

 All goods sold should be as accurately described as possible 

 To aid access please do NOT place items on the floor in front of tables 

 The Moneyhole Team is not responsible for any items lost or stolen. Each trader is fully responsible for the safety and security of their own items 

 Individuals (traders or public) will be asked to leave the site immediately if threatening behaviour or abusive language is directed at our team 

If you are selling food or food related goods, including drinks, you must be pre-registered either on-line or by telephone prior to the Car Boot Sale & Craft Fair day. 

 A copy of each of the documents as listed below must be received by The Moneyhole Team at least two working days (i.e. Thursday morning) prior to the Car Boot Sale, & Craft Fair. You can email these to Vincent_knight@btconnect.com or post them to our office (address is available on www.moneyholecarboot.weebly.com) 

o Public liability insurance 

o Food hygiene certificate(s) 

o Evidence of registration with your local Council’s Environmental Health Department (can be obtained from your EHO) 

o Safety gas certificate (only when using gas appliance(s)) 

 You must also have a copy of these documents with you and available for inspection on all trading days. 

 You must bring your own hand washing facilities (hot water, water receptacle, anti-bacterial soap & drying towels) 

Our goal is to make sure that everyone is as safe as possible while on our site. 

Please be very careful when lifting any of your stock or equipment. Please follow these guidelines before you lift anything: 

o Plan. Think through what you are lifting, where you are lifting it to and assess whether there are any handling aids or other people that could help you 

o Keep the load close to your waist 

o Get a good hold 

o Avoid flexing your back, twisting back or leaning sideways to avoid injury 

o Keep your head up while lifting to anticipate obstacles in the path 

o Don’t lift or handle any more than can be easily managed. If in doubt, seek advice or get help 

We have fire extinguishers available at stations around the site. If you see a small fire try to extinguish it, but only if you can do so without any undue risk. If you are not able to extinguish the fire please notify the information point immediately. The alarm will be raised through the PA system. If you hear an evacuation alarm please move quickly to the evacuation point near to the main gate 

 If you are injured and require first aid please make your way to the information point and a first aider will be available to assist you 

 Ensure that no rubbish obstruct walkways 

 Please ensure that you observe our strict 5mph speed limit on site and please be vigilant at all times for pedestrians. We will have Marshals available in high visibility vests. Please follow any instructions that they give you - they are there to ensure your safety throughout the event 

 Animals are not permitted within our indoor sales. Please make sure that all animals outside are properly supervised and under control at all times. Dogs must remain on their leads while on site. Any dog fouling must be cleaned up immediately 

 Toilets are provided on site. Please follow signs or ask a Marshal for directions if needed. Please ensure that you leave the toilets as you found them 

 If you have any health and safety concerns please speak to one of our Marshals or alternatively speak to someone at the information point
